THE CONSTRUCTION OF STREETS AND THEIR MUNICIPALIZATION

THE TERRITORY OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WENTWORTH

respecting municipal territorial organization (CQLR, c. O-9), extend the limits of its
territory by annexing to it, in whole or in part, the adjoining territory of another local
municipality;

WHEREAS the municipalities of the Township of Gore and Wentworth wish to
ensure the proper management of the dam situated on the river traversing the lands
targeted by the annexation;

WHEREAS the presence and the maintenance of the dam has a great impact on
the land values located within the territory of the Township of Gore;

WHEREAS it is agreed between the two municipalities that the annexation of the
land to the Municipality of the Township of Gore will facilitate any project to acquire
and manage the dam;

This extension will be located at a distance of 2.5 meters from the lateral property
line instead of at 3 meters and at a distance of 6.2 meters from the front property
line instead of at 10 meters as required in the by-laws in effect;
