WHEREAS the Municipality sent the dog owner a notice requiring that the dog be
submitted to an evaluation of its general condition and its dangerousness by a
veterinarian chosen by the owner;

WHEREAS the Municipality considers that the dog is entitled to this evaluation
which serves to protect the animal as much as the general population;

WHEREAS the Municipality would like to be able to act quickly in the event that the
owner of the dog does not respect the delay established in the notice and does not
collaborate in the application of the municipal by-laws.
