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A WORD FROM THE MAYOR

As you may know, for several years now we have
been striving to preserve and enhance the Lake
Beattie Nature Park. Thanks to everyone's efforts,
our 300-hectare park is now a true landmark for
our municipality. The park makes us shine, and
above all, it contributes to the quality of life of
all our residents by providing access to water
and allowing them to enjoy a variety of
outdoor activities close to home. From the
very beginning of this project, we have been
committed to funding the park through
grants to minimize the financial impact on the population. In recent
years, we have secured funding for the construction of the entrance
road, parking lots, trails, accommodations, reception center and rental
center for water sports equipment. This year, a grant will be used to add
a boat wash station.

On March 21st, we received another grant of $335 000 for the develop-
ment of Lake Beattie Nature Park. The DOTPR (Program for the
Development of Regional Parks and Tourism Offers) awarded by the
Ministry of Tourism and the Quebec Regional Parks Association is a
program aimed at developing a four-season outdoor service offer. The
project selected is for the construction of a footbridge offering nature
observation areas and a view of the Lake Beattie outlet as well as the
Jean-Marchand dam. The walkway will be adorned with interpretation
panels on both the visible environment and the dam. A lookout for
observing the lake and the dam structure from a high vantage point is
also part of the project.

The footbridge and the observation tower will also facilitate the
development of the northern portion of the park. The RCM of Argenteuil
has no other attraction of this type within its territory. We are truly
proud to have obtained this grant, which is highly sought after by all
regional parks in Quebec, and | would like to thank the municipal team
for their high-quality work on this project.

THE NEW PROVINCIAL LAW REGARDING
RESIDENTIAL POOLS

The provincial government has mandated municipalities
to enforce Residential Pool Safety Regulations. This summer,
a municipal inspector will visit all properties in Gore with a
pool to inform owners about the regulations and to ensure
they are being enforced.

Residential pools, whether above-ground, in-ground, or
even portable, pose a significant drowning risk to young
children when they are not under adult supervision.
Following drowning investigations in recent years, several
coroners have recommended that laws be amended and
applicable to all residential pools.

Owners of residential pools installed before November 2010
have until September 30, 2025, to bring their pools up to
standard. All other pools must already comply with the
regulations.
